The institutional |evel continuous internal evaluation system
(CE) adheres to the guidelines established by the affiliating

uni versity. Teachers conplete the portions allotted to them based
on the syllabus as outlined in the | esson plan and course diary.
For each course, three internal exam nations are conducted and the
average of the best two performances are taken for grading. This
is calculated for 20 marks for UG and 15 marks for PG In addition
to this for UG assignnents are awarded 5 marks, while for PG
assignnents and sem nar presentations are together considered for
10 marks. The external exam nation is conducted for 75 marks. In
addition to internal exans, weekly tests and quizzes are

conduct ed.
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The marks earned by students in a class are posted on the
departnment notice board, and individual marks are sent to students
and parents via SM5. During the Departnent's class-by-class parent
neetings, the performance of the wards is also discussed with the
parents. Students' achievenents in co-curricular and
extracurricular activities are also docunented, and they are
encour aged by giving special awards and pri zes
